There are many books, articles and archives which chronicle
this traumatic time in the history of the Mandan, Hidatsa and Arikara people. Historians today characterize this
displacement of people from their ancestral land by the Garrison Dam as the creator of Inter-generational
historical trauma which permeates some of the thinking and behavior of today’s tribal society.

As the Indian people of Fort Berthold struggled to adjust economically and socially to a post-Garrison Dam life,
they were besieged by other Federal Indian policies which threatened to further impact their already disrupted
lives. Foremost among these were the termination of Federal supervision over Indian tribes, the enactment of
P.L. 280 transferring Federal authority to the States, the closing of the Indian Claims Commission and the
complex questions of Federal vs State vs Tribal jurisdiction. The relocated sites of the Indian Agency and tribal
office and many of the peoples’ home were no longer on the reservation.

I wished I had stayed home but this chance to see my old stomping grounds was too tempting for
me to refuse.” Mr. Cross died of a heart attack at his ranch less than 2 months later on April 7, 1964. He was
buried at the Scout Cemetery with military honors.
